Drought Restrictions Now In Place 
 

As dry weather continues to plague Georgia and the southeast the water levels 

in our lakes and rivers continues to decline. Predictions are that this will be a 

multi-year draught. In an effort to conserve this valuable resource, the Georgia 

Environmental Protection Division has imposed a Level 2 Drought Response 

with additional restrictions to help conserve this essential resource.  

Odd-Even Watering 

Effective immediately, outdoor water use is restricted to two days/week on and 

odd/even basis. If you have an odd numbered street address, you may water on 

Thursdays and Sundays; if you have an even numbered street address or non-

numbered address, you maw water on Wednesdays and Saturdays. On these 

days, watering is allowed before 10:00 a.m. and after 4:00 p.m.  

Further restrictions include: 

Washing streets, sidewalks, gutters and driveways 

Ornamental uses, such as fountains and waterfalls 

Washing vehicles at home (cars, boats, etc.) 

Non-commercial washing or pressure washing 

Charity or non-commercial fund-raiser car washes 

What is allowed: 

Irrigation of personal food gardens 

Irrigation of new and replanted seed, turf or plants for a period of 30 days 

after planting 

Watering with drip irrigation or soaker hose 

Hand watering, including shut-off nozzles and watering cans

BEWARE OF ONLINE UTILITY 

PAYMENT SITES  

Online bill payment is becoming more popular due to 

the convenience it provides. It was recently brought to 

our attention that there is a site, doxo.com, which ap-

pears if you conduct a Google search for online bill 

pay, claiming to take payments for your utility bill. 

Doxo.com is NOT an authorized vendor of the City of 

Fairburn. This is a third party site that charges a fee to 

process your payment. If you pay through doxo.com, 

the City has no way to verify that payment until we 

receive a check from them and apply the payment to 

your account. If you wish to make an online payment, 

be sure you are using the City of Fairburn’s official 

online payment service, Invoice Cloud. You can link 

to Invoice Cloud from the Fairburn.com web site. Se-

lect the How Do I tab and click on Online Utility Pay-

ments. Best of all, there is no charge for using this 

service.
