• Enforcing of all laws and 
ordinances and appointing all 
Department Directors; 

• Recommending measures 
necessary for the proficient 
operation of the City; 

• Assisting in the preparation of the 
City's recommended budget; 

• And overseeing the City's public 
safety and all other duties 
required by ordinance or 
resolution set forth by Mayor and 
City Council. 

The City Administrator also administers 
the City of Fairburn's $59.6 million fiscal 
year budget focused on providing a high 
level of service to City of Fairburn 
residents.
